	cellular respiration
	A process by which cells use oxygen to release energy stored in sugars.

	diaphragm
	A large, flat muscle at the bottom of the lungs that aids in ventilation.

	epiglottis
	A flap that prevents food from entering the trachea.

	lung
	An organ that absorbs oxygen from the air.

	respiratory system
	A group of organs that brings in oxygen to the body and removes carbon dioxide.

	trachea
	A hollow tube that moves air from the outside to the lungs; also called the windpipe.

	ventilation
	The act of breathing.
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
